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2. Basic Overview of the use of AEDs
a. Call ext. 4911 or 216-987-4911. This is the most important step.

b. Check the person for responsiveness and ask loudly if they are okay.

c. Position the person on their back on a flat surface.

d. Open the AED. The AED will provide clear voice instructions.

e. Apply the AED pads to the person's bare chest as directed by the voice instructions. The pads will typically be placed on the right chest,
just below the collarbone, and on the left side of the chest, below the armpit.

f. Step away from the person. The AED will analyze the person's heart rhythm and determine if a shock is needed.

g. Ifashockis needed, the AED will deliver the shock automatically.

h. If needed, the AED will coach you through the steps of CPR until help arrives.

Additional things to keep in mind:

e AEDs are safe and easy to use, even for people with no medical training.

e The sooner an AED is used, the better the chance of survival for the person experiencing sudden cardiac arrest.

e AEDs are becoming increasingly common in public places, such as workplaces, schools, and airports.

e If you are ever in a situation where you need to use an AED, remember to stay calm and follow the instructions provided by the
device.

arrive. Protect yourself and the injured/sick individual(s) from further harm and maintain personal safety at all times.

They are trained on initial first
response including AED/CPR, Narcan, etc.

These cabinets contain overdose emergency kits with naloxone. Commonly known by the brand name Narcan, this medication is used to
counter the effects of opioid overdoses.

Each cabinet contains instructions on how to render aid to an overdose victim.

No special access or permission is required for use.

Upon discovery of an overdose victim, call 216-987-4911 immediately and render aid only after notifying emergency personnel.
