5. Stay away from building utility areas and all fire-fighting equipment and hydrants. and evacuate the injured and the

6. Leave all vehicles; do not move them unless directed to do so. N . .
conditions of immediate danger
7. Remain in a designated safe area or your predetermined gathering area. DO NOT re-enter should others attempt rescue of
the building. disabled or injured individuals.

Stay in one gathering place so it will be easier to verify your safety or find you if you are needed.
